Where necessary, corrections may need to be made to the work after a lesson. These corrections will be made in green. 
Where support is provided or work is scaffolded through verbal feedback, this will be recorded with the code: S. This will be written in blue pen.
Mathematics marking will be a tick for a correct answer and a dot for an incorrect answer. The child will be supported and given time to make corrections when needed.
In English, incorrect spellings will be identified and the child will practice this word beside the correction. The number of and type of words identified as incorrect will be based on the age and stage of the pupil.
Letter and number formation corrections will be made in the same way, with opportunities to practice these during editing time.
Live marking is used within all foundation subjects.
If staff consider it necessary to add a written comment in books is needed they will. 
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
